However, the associated cyclonic circulation persists and now extends upto 5.8 km above
mean sea level tilting southwards with height.
+The monsoon trough at mean sea level now passes through Jaisalmer, Sikar, Gwalior, Sidhi,
Ambikapur, Jharsuguda, Bhubaneshwar and thence southeastwards to eastcentral Bay of
Bengal and extends upto 0.9 km above mean sea level.
+The cyclonic circulation over north Gujarat & neighbourhood now lies over northeast Arabian
Sea & neighborhood between 1.5 and 4.5 km above mean sea level.
+A Low Pressure Area is likely to develop over northeast Bay of Bengal & neighbourhood
around 02nd September.
